Considering that
· the ESF is the legal owner of the present animals and keeps the ownership of them also for the rest of their lives,
· the ESF wants to enable private persons and zoos to keep, care for and possibly breed with these animals if they meet the conditions mentioned below and have signed this contract,

Furthermore that

· the keeper has declared that he will fully cooperate with the ESF in order to assure the health of the animal(s) and to achieve the goals of the concerning studbook and the ESF,
· and agree to the registration in the studbook .........................of the above-mentioned personal data in accordance with the provisions of the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) of the European Union, for the sole purpose of establishing the location where and by whom the animal is being cared for,

· and to pay the contribution per animal on the ESF bank account.

    Article 1.

The ESF has made available on loan to the keeper in ……..……. 20... for an indeterminate period of time:

    Article 2.

The ESF is and remains the owner of the animals. The keeper is obliged to keep hold of the animals. He is only authorized to dispose over the animals in any way after an prior express written consent by the ESF, under penalty of confiscation and the paying of damages to the maximum amount of the current economic value of each animal without the requisite of legal intervention.

    Article 3.
The ESF is entitled in case of conditions imposed upon her as owner or upon initiative of their own accord, to impose conditions on keepers concerning the keeping and care for  the above mentioned animals (breeding included). The keeper is obliged to follow these conditions on penalty of termination of this contract by the ESF.

In this case, the keeper will be obliged to make the animals (any offspring included) available to the ESF for their own cost or to any other person indicated by her, without any remittance from the ESF. In cases when this is wholly or partially impossible, article 2 of this contract will become applicable.

    Article 4.
Concerning confiscated animals, which become ESF animals applies the following provision:
As compensation for the possibility of on loan keeping, caring and possibly breeding with the animals, the keeper pays to the ESF a contribution per animal to the costs of the posting at him.

These costs are based on – if applicable- the transportation, the import in Europe or the import from another European country , the medicines which had to be administered, customs, CITES permits or any other necessary made costs. 

Note: This contribution depends entirely on the situation and the origin of the animals, 
and has to be paid by the interested party at the latest upon the receipt of the 

ESF animals. In failing to do so the board will cancel unilaterally the participation of 
the interested party.

    Article 5.
The animals will be recorded in the studbook  (Note: Or in a special separate  registration) for this species, whereby the keeper is obliged to fulfil all special obligations which the studbook manager will ask him. Among this will be a requested report of the well-being of the animals.
    Article 6.

The keeper will forward a written change of address within a month after moving, to the ESF administration.

    Article 7.
Concerning confiscated animals, which become ESF animals applies the following provision:
During a period of one year from the moment of receiving the animals, the keeper will keep the ESF informed about any medical problem of the animals. In case this problem has consequences for the other animals that are placed, the ESF will inform all other keepers of the species immediately. An adequate treatment or course of action will be proposed, if possible.

Note: This provision does not apply in all case!
    Article 8.
In the case of the death of an animal, the keeper must report this by printing the ‘Template to use for the report of a death ESF animal to the ESF’ on the ESF website under ‘ESF contract download’, then fill in the required fields and place the dead animal on the grid with plastron up. The keeper has to make a photo with the text and the plastron of the animal visible and sent it by post or e-mail to the ESF secretariat as soon as possible.

    Article 9.
When a keeper is not able, for any reason whatsoever, to care for the animal/animals, he or a person designated by him, should consult the studbook manager   (Note: Or the board in case of a special registration) in order to find a solution.

In case of a permanent inability to care for the animals, the ESF is obliged to place the animals elsewhere as soon as possible.
When a keeper does not want to care for the animals anymore, the ESF will outplace the animals also as soon as possible. Up to this moment the keeper is hold to care for the animals in accordance with the articles in this contract.

    Article 10.
The keeper is permitted to breed with the concerning animals. In case these attempts lead to successful breeding results, the keeper becomes owner of ......... % (..................... per cent) of these offspring and has absolutely full disposition of them. 

Note: When below 100% the remaining hatchlings become property of the ESF and 
will be considered to fall under the operation of this contract. 

The percentage of hatchlings that will be ESF ownership is determined by:


- the degree of threat of the species concerned in situ,


- the available quantitative presence in captivity in Europe,


- the available amount of bloodlines in Europe. 

The ESF ensures that a hatchling, which comes into her ownership, will be placed 
elsewhere in a breeding group as soon as possible.
The ESF may be different from the above-mentioned percentage (Note: If less than 100% ownership for the keeper) only for the benefit of the keeper.
    Article 11.
In all cases not covered by this contract, the ESF board will decide. This goes for any difference of opinion on any article.

    Article 12.
Dutch law is applicable to this contract. The qualified judge is the judge of The Hague district in the Netherlands.
